THE CNSA CHAIR

Another successful Winter Congress has concluded. I’d like 
to thank Maree Bransdon and the Local Organising 
Committee for their work in hosting a great function. As 
always it’s great to see first-time attendees meeting and 
mingling with existing members, sharing their work and 
clinical experiences. 

One of highlights for me was the launch of one of the 
EdCaN projects: the National Education Framework for 
Cancer Nursing. During 2008 the CNSA’s Education 
Committee, in conjunction with our representative Linda 
Barrett, has been working with the EdCaN project team to 
progress these important national initiatives. Please see

In our relationship with COSA (the Clinical Oncology 
Society of Australia) work is progressing on many aspects 
of cancer control, including the chemotherapy guidelines, a 
workshop on neuroendocrine tumours (particularly 
Carcinoid) is coming up in Melbourne in July, a special 
interest group for cancer in the elderly is being formed, as 
well as progress on the young adult focus with CanTeen, 
amongst a range of other activities. Cancer nurses have 
the opportunity to be involved in any of these activities.  

We thank those members who participated in our 2nd yearly 
survey in April. I presented some of the findings of the 
survey at Winter Congress. One thing we know we have to 
do is a lot of work on promoting our organisation more 
widely – so any nurse engaged in cancer care (whether in 
direct cancer roles or not) knows how to tap into the 
networks and educational opportunities of the CNSA. 

Finally, I would like to congratulate Prof Patsy Yates on her 
election to the position of Secretary/Treasurer on the 
International Society Board; more recently it was 
announced that Tish Lancaster was elected to one of the 
two Australasian/Far East positions on the Board. Well 
done! This is great representation of and input by 
Australian cancer nurses at the international level.

AUSTRALIAN JOURNAL OF CANCER 
NURSING (AJCN) 

The AJCN began in 1999 as a non refereed journal 
publishing two editions per year. The journal eventually 
evolved into a peer reviewed publication in 2002. Since 
becoming a peer reviewed journal, a total of 23 peer 
reviewed manuscripts have been published. The journal 
was listed with Cinahl in 2003.  

Recently, as part of the CNSA members’ survey, feedback 
was sought on the journal and its place as a service to 
members.  A total of 90% of respondents indicated they 
had accessed the journal. Around those members who 
responded to a question about their level of satisfaction 
with the journal, 98% indicated they were satisfied or very 
satisfied with the journal.  

Of some interest to the Editorial Committee were 
responses from members about their interest in submitting 
manuscripts to the Journal. Of the 88 members who 
indicated they had completed a workplace based research 
or quality improvement project, 59 (67%) agreed they 
would consider publishing for AJCN. However, reasons for 
not submitting manuscripts overwhelmingly reflect that 
members did not have time to write manuscripts, and that 
they lacked confidence with the ability to write a paper for a 
journal. 

In response to this feedback, the Editorial Committee is 
seeking expressions of interest from members who may be 
interested in writing a paper to contact a member of the 
Committee to discuss their ideas for papers. Editorial 
Committee members are committed to providing mentoring 
and advice to less experienced writers, to facilitate the 
dissemination of knowledge about cancer nursing practice 
and provide professional development opportunities for our 
members.

TRAVEL GRANT REPORT – KATHRYN WATTS 

This year (2008) was the third and most memorable 
National Breast Care Conference I have attended. 
Memorable because this year through my involvement with 
the Breast Cancer Interest Group (BCIG) I knew many of 
the delegates and was able to get to know them socially. I 
had two memorable conversations with nurses previously 
unknown to me either traveling to or from Perth. One nurse 
recently set up a new ambulatory cancer ward at The 
Northern in Victoria the other was a McGrath nurse at 
Bega. Another group I met at the conference dinner spoke 
of their work in remote places such as Pt. Headland. It was 
interesting because although we were all Breast Care 
Nurses, our roles varied greatly. 

Issues in the Management of Breast Cancer Malaysia: 

Dr Harjit Kaur is a medical oncologist who did her 
fellowship year at the Sir Charles Gairdner Hospital in 
Perth. She now practices at the Prince Court Medical 
Centre in Malaysia which has a population of 27 million.  
She spoke of its multi-racial and multi-ethnic population 
comprising 50% Malays, 30% Chinese, 15% Indian, and 
5% other. The incidence of breast cancer in Malaysia is 
1:20 compared with 1:8 in Australia. In Malaysia, breast 
cancer is the number one cause of cancer death in women. 

Challenges: 

� Most patients present with advanced disease: 30-
40% present with stage lll or lV disease 

� There is no breast screening program 

� There is a fear of conventional medicine, although 
the Chinese and Indian populations are more 
receptive 

� The Malays are mostly Moslem and have more faith 
in natural medicines e.g. traditional leaves for 
fungating breast wounds 

� Faith healers need education 

� Ratio of oncologist to patient in Malaysia is 1: 
650,000 (UK 1:250,000) 

� Moslem men have four wives if one loses a breast 
he gets a new wife 

� One in ten never return for treatment after first 
consultation 

� Specialists have to sell the treatment plan to the 
husband as they are the decision makers 

� There has been  a significant increase within the 40-
49 year age group  

� Mortality statistics are not representative as 40% of 
deaths are not medically certified. 

Suggested Solutions: 

� Cancer Registries � Improved Facilities 

� Public Education � Screening Programs 

� Increase breast care providers 

The increase in breast cancer incidence in the 40-49 age 
group is a Malaysian trend, not a global one. This is 
causing concern as the cause has not been pin pointed. 

 

The keynote speaker from Houston, Texas, Anita 

Broxson’s opening address was titled “Survivorship issues 
of Young Women with Breast Cancer: why it’s Not Your 
Mother’s Breast Cancer” 

The definition of survivor was clarified to include: 

� Cancer Free � Disease free for >5 years 

� After Diagnosis � At completion of treatment 
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The definition of young is said to vary among <40, <45, <50 
and depend upon the objectives of: 

� The researcher  

� A clinical trial 

� The support program 

The MD Anderson definition is <45. Website

Anita spoke about a focus group set up post treatment to 
determine the educational needs of young women with 
breast cancer and the educational methods preferred. This 
focus group study was based on previous studies that 
reported that young women had: 

� Greater educational needs 

� Experienced greater impact of treatments on QOL 

� More aggressive cancers 

� A need to be involved in decision making 

The result of the study was setting up a Young Breast 
Cancer Survivor Program consisting of workshops, 
seminars, and newsletters to: 

� Address the education needs of YBCSs 

� To educate health care providers 

� Foster collaborative research addressing issues of 
interest to YBCSs and their health care providers. 

 

Associated Professor Liz Wylie and Leanne Pilkington 
present on BreastScreen WA. 

Breast Screen WA experience many challenges, the most 
difficult being to provide screening over such a large area 
of country consisting of many communities. It was reported 
that 60% of non-indigenous women attend Breast Screen 
whilst 35% of indigenous women attend Breast Screen. 
There are 4 mobile and 8 fixed sites. 

 

Dr Kerrie Doyle, a mission-born Aboriginal woman from 
the NT, is a nurse and psychologist. Her paper was a 
conversation around engaging and effectively working 
towards cultural competence with indigenous people. 
Breast cancer is the most common cancer in Indigenous 
Australian women though they present with more advanced 
disease and outcomes are sometimes compromised due to 
remoteness of location. Qualities required when 
communicating with indigenous women: 

� Flexibility � Positive body language 

� Openness � Listening 

� Avoid jargon � Non-judgmental approach

Professor Martha Hickey, Professor of Gynaecology at 
University of Western Australia, in her talk on Menopause 
Management after breast cancer, not only addressed  the 
issue of finding, safe, effective, treatments but also spoke 
about this new website.  

The website explains that some women find it difficult to 
imagine what their surgery result will look like. They can 
enter data such as age, type of surgery, cup size and a 
photo of the anticipated surgery outcome and aesthetics 
can be sent to the patient and her surgeon. This website 
was set up by two Breast Cancer Nurses at a Perth 
hospital.

NATIONAL CHIEF NURSING AND 
MIDWIFERY OFFICER APPOINTED 

Excerpt from Media Release of 23 June 2008 

The Australian Nursing and Midwifery Council welcome the 
announcement by Health Minister Nicola Roxon of the 
appointment of the Chief Nursing and Midwifery Officer for 
Australia. Rosemary Bryant the Executive Director of the 

Royal College of Nursing has been appointed to the 
position and brings with her over 30 years of diverse 
experience in both national and international roles.  

“The establishment of the position of Chief Nursing and 
Midwifery Officer has been long-awaited and will raise the 
profile of nurses and midwives within Government,” said 
Professor Mary Chiarella, Chairperson of the ANMC. “This 
position is crucial to ensure that the Australian government 
is well represented and informed on nursing and midwifery 
issues at a national and international level.” “It is also 
important to provide a unified point of contact at the 
national level between the Australian government and the 
nursing and midwifery professions.”  

The ANMC anticipates the new Chief Nursing and 
Midwifery Officer will also ensure an appropriate level of 
international representation for Australia which is currently 
lacking in international nursing and midwifery forums. “This 
would ensure that Australia is able to contribute to such 
meetings, consult and collaborate on international nursing 
and midwifery initiatives and so make sure that Australia is 
informed on and informing international trends and issues 
of global importance,” Professor Chiarella said.  

The ANMC says that through the creation of this role the 
Rudd government has acknowledged the importance of 
nurses and midwives to the community and the health 
system. The ANMC congratulates Ms Bryant on her 
appointment and looks forward to close collaboration and 
consultation on key professional and regulatory issues
